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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 

 
Each Ash Wednesday, I am reminded of the words of committal from the Funeral service: "Therefore we commit his body 
to the ground, earth to earth, ashes to ashes, dust to dust." 
 
Those words are spoken for the very first time in the garden of Eden, after Adam and Eve eat of the tree of the knowledge 
of good and evil.  God says to them, "Dust thou art, and to dust thou shalt return."  These words are a stark reminder of 
whence we arose, and where, all other factors being equal, we shall return.  We are by nature a walking, talking, thinking, 
doing package of dust and ashes.   
 
There is not much intrinsic value in dust and ashes.  Gardeners know that ashes can be used to help grow plants, but 
otherwise they are pretty worthless.   In fact, ashes are often less than worthless; they can be a hindrance and a liability.  
We can't make them pretty by painting them or make them smell good by spraying perfume on them.  Dust is dust, ashes 
are ashes, and the plain fact is they both are largely to be avoided. 
 
And we are the same: when all is said and done, our righteousness is like rags upon us; our virtue is but a spray of 
perfume upon thoughts and feelings and deeds that are best buried and forgotten. 
 
So why do we bother smearing ashes on our foreheads?  Why do we gather and remember how insignificant we are?  
Because when we gather on Ash Wednesday to remember who we are, we also gather to remember who God is and 
what God has done for us in and through Jesus.  In spite of our desire to think of ourselves as unique, moral, even worthy, 
we are not; we are merely ashes, except for the one magnificent truth which informs creation: all other factors are not 
equal.  
 
God has given us a way out of our plight of "ashes to ashes, dust to dust".   It is the way of the Cross.   The death of 
Jesus was God's way of placing a sign of infinite value upon that which would otherwise be worthless.  During the Lenten 
season, we come to realize that God has chosen to give us an ñother ñ life than that which leads to the dust heap and the 
ash pit.  To participate in this ñotherò life, God asks only that we accept Godôs mercy, that we remember we are sinners, 
and repent and believe in Godôs Son. 
 
He asks us too that we try to practice a piety that is based on his loveðand not motivated by thoughts of human praise or 
reward.  We must try to show a righteousness that is based on Godôs goodness, rather than motivated by demonstrating 
our virtue to others. 
  
Christ has committed himself to us and given to us a sign of that commitment--the cross.  During the season of Lent, we 
Christians take that sign upon ourselves; we re-commit ourselves to God and the way that his Son has shown us.   
 
We remember that the words of the committal service do not stop with "earth to earth, ashes to ashes, dust to dust," but 
continue "trusting in God's great mercy by which we have been born anew to a living hope through the resurrection of 
Jesus Christ from the dead." 
 
These words we should always remember, for we are born anew to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, 
a hope that comes to us because of the mercy and the love of God for his people; a hope that comes because God has 
acted in and through Jesus to open the way to new life to all who repent and believe in the good news that he proclaimed. 
 
Thanks be to God who gives us the victory.  Amen.

To The Board of Directors of the Connecticut Conference       

  

Grace and peace to you in the name of Jesus Christ who unites and inspires us for faithfulness in all the times of our lives! 

  

With that poignant mixture of joy and sadness that such a moment carries, I write to tell you of my plan to retire this May 

as your Conference Minister.  The events of the past two years in my personal and family life have made it abundantly 

clear to me that now is the time for this transition.    

  

When I was called to this position in 1996, I accepted with great joy for it was the Connecticut Conference that had made 

it possible at Silver Lake in 1959 for a girl from a tiny church in the rural Litchfield Hills to imagine herself an ordained 

minister some day.  It was this Conference that inspired my commitment to parish ministry and to justice ministries. It 

was this Conference that led me into a far wider vision of Godôs world than I could have ever had without its ministry. 

 Coming home to serve you and to serve with you has been deeply meaningful for me.   

  

Over these years, we have together sought to know the mind of Christ for our day.  Weôve overcome the strains that were 

present in 1996, and have probably found some new ones.  We developed a new staffing model with deployed Regional 

Ministers, trying to get as close to the churches as possible so we could assist you as much as possible.  Together we 

strengthened the partnership with the Kyung-ki Presbytery in South Korea and established a second partnership with the 

Iglesia Menonita de Colombia.  We set up strong processes for safe churches and for dealing with misconduct by 

authorized ministers and we developed resources for the spiritual and pastoral care of clergy.  We supported the mission 

of Amistad America, and were present at her launch.  We responded to the horrific events of September 11, 2001 with 

prayer and healing ministries.  We withstood the after-effects economically and psychologically. We launched the Now 

for the Future Campaign: the Churchesô Campaign for Silver Lake Conference Center, and have accomplished much to 

renew that sacred space even though the goal remains unmet.   We hosted General Synod for the 50th Anniversary of the 

United Church of Christ, and what a glorious week that was!   

  

Over these years, through times of challenge and times of rejoicing, we have together been privileged to have each other. 

 Your prayers for me in 2008-2009 and for my husband, David, now in 2009-2010, have lifted us into the healing grace of 

God.  If I have any wish in this moment, it would be that you would pray for your Conference and for its churches as 

powerfully and as passionately as you have prayed for us.  There is power in that prayer, to bind you together and to 

create new life and possibility.   

  

I give thanks to God for each of the staff with whom I have been privileged to work over these fourteen years.  They are 

deeply dedicated to your wellbeing and to your future.  And I give thanks for all those who have led this Conference as

.   I was re-elected Chair

Our closing numbers for the 2010 membership commitments is 57 pledging units for a total of $112,273.00.  Thank you so 
much for your generosity and continued support of our faith community, the First Congregational Church of Haddam.  This 
total could change somewhat as we have spoken with a couple of members who are planning to make commitments very 
soon and we are glad to hear that.  Truly, we are then only a couple of units behind last year and our support has 
broadened in total dollars.  This is again due to your generosity and spiritual commitment to our church family and Godôs 
word. 
 
If you recall, with the support and encouragement of our Interim Minister, on February 22

nd 
2009, we instituted the ñgreen 

envelopeò.  This idea was generated in our committee with Robinôs help because it was clear, at that time, that we could 
not support all the items in the budget and there were many areas of our spiritual life that we did not want to lose due to 
lack of funds.  We set separate goals for each category (some rather steep) but all in all the campaign was very effective 
and we collected a total of $6,048.95.  The breakdown is in the annual report.  Again your commitment and generosity 
was not surprising but much appreciated for the well being of our church life.   
 
This year of 2010 is no different when it comes to areas of the budget not being funded so we have chosen five categories 
and will institute our 2010 ñgreen envelope Sundayò on February 21

st
.  We have designated the third Sunday of each 

month as ñgreen envelope Sundayò.  We have set a collective total goal of $10,000.  Here are the categories we hope you 
will support with open hearts: The Churchôs Wider Mission (goal: $2,500); Christian Service (goal: $2,500); The FCCH 
Family Assistance Program (goal: $1,500); Christian Education (goal: $500), and the Endowment (goal:  $3,000).  We will 
talk about these categories on various green envelope Sundays.   
 
It is the inherent responsibility of the Stewardship Committee to help our Prudential Committee and the church at large to 
reach our collective goal of not funding the annual budget via our endowment,  but instead to fund the budget with 
financial commitments from our membership and friends and use the endowment, as was intended, to maintain the 
viability of our facilities making our churchôs spiritual programs continually viable and vital.  Part of Stewardship means 
supporting or participating in some way in one or more of our churchôs many ministries.  You have the privilege and 
capability to serve on a committee, sing in the choir, knit prayer shawls or baby blankets, teach Sunday school, help with 
our youth programs, or contribute to the fund-raising for the greater good of those outside our church community who 
need us.  The bottom line is that, in reality, each one of us is the life of this church.  If we believe that there is an important 
mission alive and at work in our church we will give generously of our time, talent, and treasure.
